Scientific Insights in the Quran While the Quran is
not a book of science, it offers verses that align with modern scientific discoveries,
centuries before they were known. One example is in the realm of embryology.

In Surah Al-Mu’minun (23:12-14), the Quran describes the stages of human
development with remarkable accuracy: "We created man from an extract of clay.
Then We made him a drop of fluid in a safe lodging. Then We developed the drop
into a clinging clot, and then developed the clot into a lump. Then We developed the
lump into bones, and then clothed the bones with flesh." Modern science, through
embryology, has confirmed the sequential development of the embryo in stages that
mirror this description, despite the lack of advanced medical knowledge at the time
of revelation.

One example is the
prophecy regarding the victory of the
Romans over the Persians.

In Surah Ar-Rum (30:2-4), it states: "The
Romans have been defeated in a nearby
land. But they, after their defeat, will
overcome within three to nine years." At
the time, the Roman Empire had suffered
a crushing defeat at the hands of the
Persians, and their comeback seemed
impossible. However, within the
prophesied period, the Romans
miraculously regained their strength and
defeated the Persians, fulfilling the
Quranic prediction.

In conclusion the Quran’s miraculous
nature extends beyond its religious and
moral guidance. Its alignment with
modern scientiíc discoveries and its
prophecies are but glimpses of its divine
origin. For believers, these aspects
reinforce their faith, while for others, they
oìer a profound invitation to reîect on the
eternal wisdom it contains.
